· Facts and Statistics (15 points)-distance from the Sun, size, composition, number of moons
· Question and Answer (15 points)-make up your own questions and answer them
· Advertising (15 points)-convince people to include your planet in their vacation plans, describe the transportation they will take and their accommodations on the planet

· Color and Illustrations (10 points)-use of pictures, graphs (if desired), and color
